Here is another grandmaster game (Fischer vs Steinmeyer) that you might enjoy playing through!

This is quite a complex trap that has been set up by Fischer – the black queen is trapped, with the knight pinned against it, while white also has attacking chances against the castled king and the possibility of a rook fork on f7.  Can you see what will happen if black takes the white knight on g3?

Clue – look for a way of tightening the trap on the black queen.
